The Friends of Alvanley Primary School or PTA (Parent Teacher Association) are Parents working together with staff to help our children’s school.  We do this by organising social events and raising money for things the school could not otherwise afford through its local authority budget – with school budget cuts this is so important if our children are going to be able to have the best experience possible through primary school.    PTA is not limited to just Mums!  Dads, Grandparents, older siblings can all get involved!

Over the last 7 years we have raised £23 000 for the school.  This has been spent refurbishing the play area and playground, buying laptops and ipads, subsidising curriculum enriching school trips, buying classroom resources, IT and sports equipment, part funded the construction of the canopy in the courtyard and contributed towards the front garden development.   We have also secured an additional £12 000 in community grants which paid the balance on the courtyard canopy and bought the front garden gazebo. 
We are all volunteers, working parents with busy lives who give up our time for the benefit of all our children.   I have chaired the PTA now for the last 7 years, supported by a small band of dedicated and willing parents – a HUGE thank you to you all.   
I WILL BE RETIRING AT THE END OF THIS SCHOOL YEAR.
Also at the end of this year Lisa Forbes and Lynn Humphreys are standing down as secretary and treasurer– Thank you both for all you have done.
SO WE NEED SOME NEW VOLUNTEERS. WITHOUT A CHAIR, SECRETARY AND TREASURER THE PTA CANNOT CONTINUE.
We also need other new people to get involved in any capacity, new ideas and more people to share the load.  I know many of you have and will “help out on the day” if asked but if we are to continue running the events and raising the amount we have over the last 7 years we need more people to take on more of the organisation.
I appreciate that organising an event may sound a bit daunting but I am still around for one more year to support and help as much as necessary, as will others.  Getting involved is a great way of getting to know everyone and become really integrated into the life of the school.

Wednesday 4th July 7.30pm in the White Lion is our AGM.   This is a short meeting (30 mins) to formally agree committee roles for the coming year and get some other volunteers to help organise events.  Please, come along and support us.  If you are unable to come to the meeting but are willing to get involved please talk to me before the meeting.  The AGM will be followed by a short meeting to organise the details of the rest of the events this term.
Roles available are:

Class Reps – providing a familiar face and contact with parents from your class.

Managing the clothes bank

Christmas Fair Organiser – this can be a shared role.

Organisers for Raffles (typically Christmas and Easter)

Christmas fundraisers – e.g. Christmas Cards
Film night organisers – this is not too onerous

Organiser for the stall at the Manley Fair or our own Spring Fair

Organiser of any other event you can dream up!

Informal social secretary!

Or just come along and do / give whatever you can.
